i. Sarah Lundquist-Harger distributed the call volume report for 2011, which was sent via email with the community report by Sara Reed earlier that week.  Highlights include:  
1. Top Reasons for calls: food pantry needs, electric assistance, Christmas baskets
2. Call volume compared to November 2010:  .5% increase in calls for Ingham County

3. Ingham County’s top unmet needs: Mirror most common needs, but also correlate with relevant holidays.  For example, in November, Thanksgiving meals and baskets.

4. 2-1-1 will be providing VITA assistance and scheduling appointments.  Clients can also call CACS for tax prep.

One Church One Family- has brand new homes or newly refurbished homes available.  Advent House provides oversight to the program and does intake/screening.  Budget process at the City is starting, and will contact affiliate agencies.  There is also a posting for a 38 level contract position.  Go to City’s website for the application.
ii. Matt Stevenson: We are doing sheltered PIT on Jan 25, and is here to answer any questions.  Now is the time to update community’s housing inventory chart (HIC).  Doris commented all this information goes into the consolidated plan, and is very useful and necessary.
